The applicant must be active in ministry and authorized to implement
assignments within a local church. Involvement in ministry typically is reflected by the following roles: Senior Pastor,
Associate/Assistant Pastor, Church Planter, Elder/Church Leader, and Pastor's Spouse. Use the application, prior
degree transcripts, certificates, and three reference forms to assess the applicant's qualifications for admission into
the appropriate program. *Use the Recognition of Prior Learning Policy only in exceptional circumstances.
